German artist Anna Fasshauer creates striking aluminum sculptures that initially appear abstract but 
quickly evoke familiarity, reminiscent of childhood games and everyday objects. Influenced by Pop 
sculpture, particularly Claes Oldenburg, Fasshauer's works blend historical references with contemporary 
relevance. Despite their commonplace subject matter, her sculptures convey a sense of unease, yet 
maintain a humorous and endearing quality through their industrial material. This deliberate contrast 
between theme and execution underscores the depth of her artistry.
